The facility is completely enclosed with an eight foot perimeter Wititéocking gate
The materiatrade marked as Rhino wall utilized on the west smted during a previous inspection conducted
by Lt. SteveDeLacureon 10/05/2010neets he required 11.5 gauge wire requiremeMajority of the
enclosures are constructed of galvanized welded panels of structural strength exceeding nine gauge chain
link/equivalent The enclosures meet or exceed caging requirerakthtsigh most argreguar shaps, with
overlapping panels, integrated st#ranrean supports-82 inches deep and horizontal trusses which contribute
to the structural integrity of the enclosure despite the absence of structure support poles holding the cages fr
falling over. The enclosures utilize hog rings that are 9 gauge link/equivalent to connect the panels together.
